I don’t do nothing till I see the father do it
107 Let me go like that. Let me go with that testimony, like Moody had. Let me go with a testimony like Paul had, “I have fought a good fight, I have finished the course. Death, where is your sting? Grave, where is your victory? But thanks be to God, Who gives us the victory.”

108 Therefore, basing back in the Old Testament, I drawed these conclusions for a little message now: Presuming. Webster, I’ve got wrote out here, Webster says to presume is to “venture without actual authority.” That’s presuming. Or, in parenthesis he’s got, Webster, “taking it for granted,” just taking it for granted, or “to venture without authority,” or “take something just for granted.”

109 Now, that’s something that the Church must not do. You—you’re not sure of yourself if you’re just presuming, for you’re just taking it for granted. 
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334 [A brother says, “But it was a little bit difficult there where Jesus said, in the first part of His resurrection, He said, ‘Touch Me not,’ He had not yet ascended up. And then when He came in the room where Thomas was, He says, ‘Come over here and thrust your hand in My side; put your finger.’”—Ed.] That’s right, He hadn’t ascended up yet. [“And the—the difference of the two, where the one He—He told them not to touch Him, and over there He told Thomas to come touch Him.”] He hadn’t never ascended up yet, you see. He…[“‘For I have not yet ascended to My Father.’”]

335 That’s right, see, He wasn’t to be touched until He…after His resurrection. He had come out from the earth, you see. He come out from the earth and was walking among man, but He had not yet ascended. He said…He told Mary, He said, “Don’t touch Me.”

She said, “Rabboni.”

336 He said, “Touch…Don’t touch Me, for I’ve not yet ascended to the Father. But I ascend to My God and to your God, to My Father and your Father.”

337 And then that night, after He had done went up before God, and had rose from the dead, went up before God. Coming back, He invited Thomas to come touch His side. See, He had ascended up in before God. That’s right. Okay.
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Jesus went to the father and then He was touched by Thomas

29 God is sovereign. And we see here what David done, in the Scripture reading of First Chronicles 13. And he was…His intentions were good. But God does not give us merits on good intentions. There is only one way to serve God, that’s by doing His will at His command. And God, being sovereign, there is no one to tell Him what to do or how to do it. He does it the way, He knows the right way to do it. And that makes me feel good. And it ought to make all of us feel good, and I’m sure it does. For, one would have It coming this way, and one have It going that way, and one the other way.

30 But one great thing, again, about God, He has not left us, now, without knowing what’s the Truth and how to do it. He wouldn’t be just, to punish us for doing something that we didn’t know how it was going to be done, and then let us stumble into something. He is not that kind of a God. He’s a God that speaks the Word and expects His children to believe It. And, therefore, He knows what’s best, and when to do it, and how to do it. We have our ideas of it, but He knows.

31 And then if He set up a system, that what He’s going to do, and didn’t tell us what was going to happen and how it was going to happen, then we, stumbling at it, would be—would be justified in—in our stumblings; or, trying to do something, each one would be justified. But there’s only one way, and that is His Word.

32 And another thing, David here, we see that in his heart he wanted to do something that was good. He had no bad motive, or no bad objective. But, the house, or the ark of the Lord, was away from the—the people, and he wanted to bring the ark of God back to its place, so the people would consult God about the things that they wanted.

33 Instead of—of just letting it go, we…What if Brother Blair and the father of this little boy said, “Well, it’s too bad, child just got hurt, killed. I guess, just something that happened”? But they went quickly to God.

34 What if the little lady, and her husband, a minister of the Gospel, a few nights ago, or days, when that little lady had that bursted spine, that just stood up…The doctor said, “She’ll be paralyzed all of her life.” What if the husband and she had said, “Well, honey, we’ll just console ourselves to that”? But quickly they done something about it; they went to God. How many things in the Bible could we refer to, of how when people get in trouble, get to God!

35 Well, then, in them days, they had only one meeting place where they could meet God, and that was at the ark, under the blood. That’s the only meeting place yet, under the Blood. The mercy seat was sprinkled, to give mercy to the worshipper, or the asker, when he come to ask the petition of God. And God had a special routine, the way you had to go, too, about that, and He wouldn’t accept anything else. He wouldn’t accept any other provision; just the way He fixed it.
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59 Now—now, if that boy was born (now listen), if that boy was born in the home as a son, but he did not become a—a right boy, would not follow his father’s instructions, would not be about his father’s business, that boy was always a son. But he never did have any inheritance. Did you know that? He never got any inheritance. He was just a castaway. He was always a son.

And when you get the Holy Ghost, you’re God’s son or God’s daughter. That’s true enough. But if you don’t obey God, walk in the Light, walk in the Word, believe God, then you won’t have any inheritance. Well, that’s just exactly the way God does it yet.

60 Now, notice this. Now, what if the boy was a righteous gentleman? He just loved his father. He loved to be about his father’s business. He liked to see all the vineyards straightened up just right, every man at his post of duty. And he found a man shirking. He walked over to him, and put his arms around him, and said…“The other day, why, father, he walked over there, and he seen this man was shirking on the job. So he walked over and put his hand on his shoulder and said, ‘Sir, you are my father’s servant. See?’ And begin…Just like you would’ve done.”

Oh, father say, “You know, I really like that boy. That’s my son.” As we call it in America, the chip off the block, you know? “He—he—he’s my boy. I’m proud of him.”

61 You know what happened then when that boy become a certain age? That boy was adopted into the family. Now, what did they do? They took him out in a public place, put a special robe on him, and had a ceremony. And all the people of the city gathered around and looked. And then they looked upon this boy, and the father had a ceremony of adoption. After…Oh, don’t miss this. After that son was adopted, his name on the checkbook was just as good as his daddy’s.

There’s where God’s trying to get His Church. Just say to this mountain, “Be moved” and it will move: Authority, sons of God…The whole creation’s groaning, waiting for the manifestations of the sons of God, waiting to a spot to where that the sickness will be a “Arise!” and it will be that way. The blind will receive their sight. Deaf and dumb, we pray for them now, but then you’ll command it. Didn’t say, “These signs shall follow them that believe, they shall pray for the sick.” He said, “They shall cast out devils.” Not, “I will”: “They will.”

“If you say to this mountain (not if I say). If you say to this mountain, ‘Be moved,’ and don’t doubt in your heart. What we need is adoption. Sons and daughters needs adoption.

62 But how can the church, the Pentecostal church, and the Methodist and Baptist churches be adopted until they come to discipline? We’ve got to be disciplined first. God could not trust this power with the church. It’s hard to tell what you would do.

How could a father trust his—his business with a boy that might simply pollute his whole inheritance? He couldn’t do it. The church has got to come to a place to where it’s disciplined. God’s on that work right now: discipline.

63 Now, he took that son out, and he made a ceremony. And he said, “This is my son, and I adopt him into my family. Whatever he says, I say it, too.”

Now, God was doing the same thing there to Jesus. He was doing just exactly what He required them to do. He—Jesus had pleased Him. And He took Him up and took three earthly witnesses, Peter, James and John (Hope, Faith, and Charity), brought Moses and Elijah down to witness this great adoption. And what was He done? The Bible said that He was transfigured. And His raiment shined like the sun, a special robe…Amen. A special robe, a special anointing…

And when they looked up, they saw Him shining in the glory of God. And a voice said, “This is My beloved Son; Hear ye Him.” Oh, my.

64 What God wants to do with the Church tonight, wants to do with an individual, is find somebody. Finding…The Holy Spirit is searching to find men. He can take him out to a certain place, speak to that person, anoint them and give them something special, great powers and gifts to work His will and to do His will.

But how can He do it, when He’s constantly has to come up and say, “Oh, it’s terrible. They—they just…They—they just run after this. They run after error. They—they won’t go to church. They—they—they…It’s…” Look what—what a condition the church is in.

So, if God can’t do it to the body, He will pick out individuals and do it. God’s able of the stones to rise children unto Abraham.
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
