Molech, also spelled Moloch, was a Canaanite deity associated with the practice of child sacrifice12. The name “Moloch” is derived from combining the consonants of the Hebrew word for “king” with the vowels of the word for "shame"1. In the Old Testament, Molech is described as one of the idols worshipped in Canaan3. The worship of Molech involved infanticide, specifically the murder of infants as a pagan sacrifice3. This practice was strictly forbidden by God, but some Israelites fell into apostasy and engaged in this abhorrent worship3. Molech worship took place primarily in the Hinnom Valley at Topheth, a place that translates to "pit of flame"3. Molech is usually depicted as a bull-headed anthropomorphic deity3.

EXODUS 31:4

»     4     †     To devise cunning works, to work in gold, and in silver, and in brass,

EXODUS 31:5

»     5     †     And in cutting of stones, to set them, and in carving of timber, to work in all manner of workmanship.

EXODUS 31:6

»     6     †     And I, behold, I have given with him Aholiab, the son of Ahisamach, of the tribe of Dan: and in the hearts of all that are wise hearted I have put wisdom, that they may make all that I have commanded thee;

EXODUS 31:7

»     7     †     The tabernacle of the congregation, and the ark of the testimony, and the mercy seat that is thereupon, and all the furniture of the tabernacle,

EXODUS 31:8

»     8     †     And the table and his furniture, and the pure candlestick with all his furniture, and the altar of incense,

EXODUS 31:9

»     9     †     And the altar of burnt offering with all his furniture, and the laver and his foot,

EXODUS 31:10

»     10     †     And the cloths of service, and the holy garments for Aaron the priest, and the garments of his sons, to minister in the priest's office,

EXODUS 31:11

»     11     †     And the anointing oil, and sweet incense for the holy place: according to all that I have commanded thee shall they do.

EXODUS 31:12

»     12     †      ¶  And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,

EXODUS 31:13

»     13     †     Speak thou also unto the children of Israel, saying, Verily my sabbaths ye shall keep: for it is a sign between me and you throughout your generations; that ye may know that I am the LORD that doth sanctify you.

EXODUS 31:14

»     14     †     Ye shall keep the sabbath therefore; for it is holy unto you: every one that defileth it shall surely be put to death: for whosoever doeth any work therein, that soul shall be cut off from among his people.

EXODUS 31:15

»     15     †     Six days may work be done; but in the seventh is the sabbath of rest, holy to the LORD: whosoever doeth any work in the sabbath day, he shall surely be put to death.

EXODUS 31:16

»     16     †     Wherefore the children of Israel shall keep the sabbath, to observe the sabbath throughout their generations, for a perpetual covenant.

EXODUS 31:17

»     17     †     It is a sign between me and the children of Israel for ever: for in six days the LORD made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was refreshed.

EXODUS 31:18

»     18     †     And he gave unto Moses, when he had made an end of communing with him upon mount Sinai, two tables of testimony, tables of stone, written with the finger of God.

»   I KINGS 11

I KINGS 11:1

»     1     †      ¶  But king Solomon loved many strange women, together with the daughter of Pharaoh, women of the Moabites, Ammonites, Edomites, Zidonians, and Hittites;

I KINGS 11:2

»     2     †     Of the nations concerning which the LORD said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall not go in to them, neither shall they come in unto you: for surely they will turn away your heart after their gods: Solomon clave unto these in love.

I KINGS 11:3

»     3     †     And he had seven hundred wives, princesses, and three hundred concubines: and his wives turned away his heart.

I KINGS 11:4

»     4     †     For it came to pass, when Solomon was old, that his wives turned away his heart after other gods: and his heart was not perfect with the LORD his God, as was the heart of David his father.

I KINGS 11:5

»     5     †     For Solomon went after Ashtoreth the goddess of the Zidonians, and after Milcom the abomination of the Ammonites.

I KINGS 11:6

»     6     †     And Solomon did evil in the sight of the LORD, and went not fully after the LORD, as did David his father.

I KINGS 11:7

»     7     †     Then did Solomon build an high place for Chemosh, the abomination of Moab, in the hill that is before Jerusalem, and for Molech, the abomination of the children of Ammon.

I KINGS 11:8

»     8     †     And likewise did he for all his strange wives, which burnt incense and sacrificed unto their gods.

I KINGS 11:9

»     9     †      ¶  And the LORD was angry with Solomon, because his heart was turned from the LORD God of Israel, which had appeared unto him twice,

I KINGS 11:10

»     10     †     And had commanded him concerning this thing, that he should not go after other gods: but he kept not that which the LORD commanded.

I KINGS 11:11

»     11     †     Wherefore the LORD said unto Solomon, Forasmuch as this is done of thee, and thou hast not kept my covenant and my statutes, which I have commanded thee, I will surely rend the kingdom from thee, and will give it to thy servant.

I KINGS 11:12

»     12     †     Notwithstanding in thy days I will not do it for David thy father's sake: but I will rend it out of the hand of thy son.

I KINGS 11:13

»     13     †     Howbeit I will not rend away all the kingdom; but will give one tribe to thy son for David my servant's sake, and for Jerusalem's sake which I have chosen.

I KINGS 11:14

»     14     †      ¶  And the LORD stirred up an adversary unto Solomon, Hadad the Edomite: he was of the king's seed in Edom.

I KINGS 11:15

»     15     †     For it came to pass, when David was in Edom, and Joab the captain of the host was gone up to bury the slain, after he had smitten every male in Edom;

I KINGS 11:16

»     16     †     (For six months did Joab remain there with all Israel, until he had cut off every male in Edom:)

I KINGS 11:17

»     17     †     That Hadad fled, he and certain Edomites of his father's servants with him, to go into Egypt; Hadad being yet a little child.
