»     5     †     The gold for things of gold, and the silver for things of silver, and for all manner of work to be made by the hands of artificers. And who then is willing to consecrate his service this day unto the LORD?

»     6     †     Then the chief of the fathers and princes of the tribes of Israel, and the captains of thousands and of hundreds, with the rulers of the king's work, offered willingly,

I CHRONICLES 29:7

»     7     †     And gave for the service of the house of God of gold five thousand talents and ten thousand drams, and of silver ten thousand talents, and of brass eighteen thousand talents, and one hundred thousand talents of iron.

»     8     †     And they with whom precious stones were found gave them to the treasure of the house of the LORD, by the hand of Jehiel the Gershonite.

»     18     †     O LORD God of Abraham, Isaac, and of Israel, our fathers, keep this for ever in the imagination of the thoughts of the heart of thy people, and prepare their heart unto thee:

I CHRONICLES 29:19

»     19     †     And give unto Solomon my son a perfect heart, to keep thy commandments, thy testimonies, and thy statutes, and to do all these things, and to build the palace, for the which I have made provision.

I CHRONICLES 29:20

»     20     †     And David said to all the congregation, Now bless the LORD your God. And all the congregation blessed the LORD God of their fathers, and bowed down their heads, and worshipped the LORD, and the king.

I SAMUEL 23:1

»     1     †      ¶  Then they told David, saying, Behold, the Philistines fight against Keilah, and they rob the threshingfloors.

I SAMUEL 23:2

»     2     †     Therefore David enquired of the LORD, saying, Shall I go and smite these Philistines? And the LORD said unto David, Go, and smite the Philistines, and save Keilah.

I SAMUEL 23:3

»     3     †     And David's men said unto him, Behold, we be afraid here in Judah: how much more then if we come to Keilah against the armies of the Philistines?

I SAMUEL 23:4

»     4     †     Then David enquired of the LORD yet again. And the LORD answered him and said, Arise, go down to Keilah; for I will deliver the Philistines into thine hand.

I SAMUEL 23:5

»     5     †     So David and his men went to Keilah, and fought with the Philistines, and brought away their cattle, and smote them with a great slaughter. So David saved the inhabitants of Keilah.

I SAMUEL 23:6

»     6     †     And it came to pass, when Abiathar the son of Ahimelech fled to David to Keilah, that he came down with an ephod in his hand.

I SAMUEL 23:7

»     7     †      ¶  And it was told Saul that David was come to Keilah. And Saul said, God hath delivered him into mine hand; for he is shut in, by entering into a town that hath gates and bars.

I SAMUEL 23:8

»     8     †     And Saul called all the people together to war, to go down to Keilah, to besiege David and his men.

I SAMUEL 23:9

»     9     †     And David knew that Saul secretly practised mischief against him; and he said to Abiathar the priest, Bring hither the ephod.

I SAMUEL 23:10

»     10     †     Then said David, O LORD God of Israel, thy servant hath certainly heard that Saul seeketh to come to Keilah, to destroy the city for my sake.

I SAMUEL 23:11

»     11     †     Will the men of Keilah deliver me up into his hand? will Saul come down, as thy servant hath heard? O LORD God of Israel, I beseech thee, tell thy servant. And the LORD said, He will come down.

I SAMUEL 23:12

»     12     †     Then said David, Will the men of Keilah deliver me and my men into the hand of Saul? And the LORD said, They will deliver thee up.

I SAMUEL 23:13

»     13     †     Then David and his men, which were about six hundred, arose and departed out of Keilah, and went whithersoever they could go. And it was told Saul that David was escaped from Keilah; and he forbare to go forth.

I SAMUEL 23:14

»     14     †      ¶  And David abode in the wilderness in strong holds, and remained in a mountain in the wilderness of Ziph. And Saul sought him every day, but God delivered him not into his hand.

I SAMUEL 23:15

»     15     †     And David saw that Saul was come out to seek his life: and David was in the wilderness of Ziph in a wood.

I SAMUEL 23:16

»     16     †     And Jonathan Saul's son arose, and went to David into the wood, and strengthened his hand in God.

I SAMUEL 23:17

»     17     †     And he said unto him, Fear not: for the hand of Saul my father shall not find thee; and thou shalt be king over Israel, and I shall be next unto thee; and that also Saul my father knoweth.

I SAMUEL 23:18

»     18     †     And they two made a covenant before the LORD: and David abode in the wood, and Jonathan went to his house.

I SAMUEL 23:19

»     19     †      ¶  Then came up the Ziphites to Saul to Gibeah, saying, Doth not David hide himself with us in strong holds in the wood, in the hill of Hachilah, which is on the south of Jeshimon?

I SAMUEL 23:20

»     20     †     Now therefore, O king, come down according to all the desire of thy soul to come down; and our part shall be to deliver him into the king's hand.

I SAMUEL 23:21

»     21     †     And Saul said, Blessed be ye of the LORD; for ye have compassion on me.

I SAMUEL 23:22

»     22     †     Go, I pray you, prepare yet, and know and see his place where his haunt is, and who hath seen him there: for it is told me that he dealeth very subtilly.

I SAMUEL 23:23

»     23     †     See therefore, and take knowledge of all the lurking places where he hideth himself, and come ye again to me with the certainty, and I will go with you: and it shall come to pass, if he be in the land, that I will search him out throughout all the thousands of Judah.

I SAMUEL 23:24

»     24     †     And they arose, and went to Ziph before Saul: but David and his men were in the wilderness of Maon, in the plain on the south of Jeshimon.

I SAMUEL 23:25

»     25     †     Saul also and his men went to seek him. And they told David: wherefore he came down into a rock, and abode in the wilderness of Maon. And when Saul heard that, he pursued after David in the wilderness of Maon.

I SAMUEL 23:26

»     26     †     And Saul went on this side of the mountain, and David and his men on that side of the mountain: and David made haste to get away for fear of Saul; for Saul and his men compassed David and his men round about to take them.

I SAMUEL 23:27

»     27     †     But there came a messenger unto Saul, saying, Haste thee, and come; for the Philistines have invaded the land.

I SAMUEL 23:28

»     28     †     Wherefore Saul returned from pursuing after David, and went against the Philistines: therefore they called that place Selahammahlekoth.

I SAMUEL 23:29

»     29     †     And David went up from thence, and dwelt in strong holds at Engedi.

»   I SAMUEL 24

I SAMUEL 24:1

»     1     †      ¶  And it came to pass, when Saul was returned from following the Philistines, that it was told him, saying, Behold, David is in the wilderness of Engedi.

I SAMUEL 24:2

»     2     †     Then Saul took three thousand chosen men out of all Israel, and went to seek David and his men upon the rocks of the wild goats.

I SAMUEL 24:3

»     3     †     And he came to the sheepcotes by the way, where was a cave; and Saul went in to cover his feet: and David and his men remained in the sides of the cave.

I SAMUEL 24:4

»     4     †     And the men of David said unto him, Behold the day of which the LORD said unto thee, Behold, I will deliver thine enemy into thine hand, that thou mayest do to him as it shall seem good unto thee. Then David arose, and cut off the skirt of Saul's robe privily.

I SAMUEL 24:5

»     5     †     And it came to pass afterward, that David's heart smote him, because he had cut off Saul's skirt.

I SAMUEL 24:6

»     6     †     And he said unto his men, The LORD forbid that I should do this thing unto my master, the LORD'S anointed, to stretch forth mine hand against him, seeing he is the anointed of the LORD.

I SAMUEL 24:7

»     7     †     So David stayed his servants with these words, and suffered them not to rise against Saul. But Saul rose up out of the cave, and went on his way.

I SAMUEL 24:8

»     8     †     David also arose afterward, and went out of the cave, and cried after Saul, saying, My lord the king. And when Saul looked behind him, David stooped with his face to the earth, and bowed himself.

I SAMUEL 24:9

»     9     †      ¶  And David said to Saul, Wherefore hearest thou men's words, saying, Behold, David seeketh thy hurt?

I SAMUEL 24:10

»     10     †     Behold, this day thine eyes have seen how that the LORD had delivered thee to day into mine hand in the cave: and some bade me kill thee: but mine eye spared thee; and I said, I will not put forth mine hand against my lord; for he is the LORD'S anointed.

I SAMUEL 24:11

»     11     †     Moreover, my father, see, yea, see the skirt of thy robe in my hand: for in that I cut off the skirt of thy robe, and killed thee not, know thou and see that there is neither evil nor transgression in mine hand, and I have not sinned against thee; yet thou huntest my soul to take it.

I SAMUEL 24:12

»     12     †     The LORD judge between me and thee, and the LORD avenge me of thee: but mine hand shall not be upon thee.

I SAMUEL 24:13

»     13     †     As saith the proverb of the ancients, Wickedness proceedeth from the wicked: but mine hand shall not be upon thee.

I SAMUEL 24:14

»     14     †     After whom is the king of Israel come out? after whom dost thou pursue? after a dead dog, after a flea.

I SAMUEL 24:15

»     15     †     The LORD therefore be judge, and judge between me and thee, and see, and plead my cause, and deliver me out of thine hand.

I SAMUEL 24:16

»     16     †      ¶  And it came to pass, when David had made an end of speaking these words unto Saul, that Saul said, Is this thy voice, my son David? And Saul lifted up his voice, and wept.

I SAMUEL 24:17

»     17     †     And he said to David, Thou art more righteous than I: for thou hast rewarded me good, whereas I have rewarded thee evil.

I SAMUEL 24:18

»     18     †     And thou hast shewed this day how that thou hast dealt well with me: forasmuch as when the LORD had delivered me into thine hand, thou killedst me not.

I SAMUEL 24:19

»     19     †     For if a man find his enemy, will he let him go well away? wherefore the LORD reward thee good for that thou hast done unto me this day.

I SAMUEL 24:20

»     20     †     And now, behold, I know well that thou shalt surely be king, and that the kingdom of Israel shall be established in thine hand.

I SAMUEL 24:21

»     21     †     Swear now therefore unto me by the LORD, that thou wilt not cut off my seed after me, and that thou wilt not destroy my name out of my father's house.

I SAMUEL 24:22

»     22     †     And David sware unto Saul. And Saul went home; but David and his men gat them up unto the hold.

»   I SAMUEL 26

I SAMUEL 26:1

»     1     †      ¶  And the Ziphites came unto Saul to Gibeah, saying, Doth not David hide himself in the hill of Hachilah, which is before Jeshimon?

I SAMUEL 26:2

»     2     †     Then Saul arose, and went down to the wilderness of Ziph, having three thousand chosen men of Israel with him, to seek David in the wilderness of Ziph.

I SAMUEL 26:3

»     3     †     And Saul pitched in the hill of Hachilah, which is before Jeshimon, by the way. But David abode in the wilderness, and he saw that Saul came after him into the wilderness.

I SAMUEL 26:4

»     4     †     David therefore sent out spies, and understood that Saul was come in very deed.

I SAMUEL 26:5

»     5     †     And David arose, and came to the place where Saul had pitched: and David beheld the place where Saul lay, and Abner the son of Ner, the captain of his host: and Saul lay in the trench, and the people pitched round about him.

I SAMUEL 26:6

»     6     †      ¶  Then answered David and said to Ahimelech the Hittite, and to Abishai the son of Zeruiah, brother to Joab, saying, Who will go down with me to Saul to the camp? And Abishai said, I will go down with thee.

I SAMUEL 26:7

»     7     †     So David and Abishai came to the people by night: and, behold, Saul lay sleeping within the trench, and his spear stuck in the ground at his bolster: but Abner and the people lay round about him.

I SAMUEL 26:8

»     8     †     Then said Abishai to David, God hath delivered thine enemy into thine hand this day: now therefore let me smite him, I pray thee, with the spear even to the earth at once, and I will not smite him the second time.

I SAMUEL 26:9

»     9     †     And David said to Abishai, Destroy him not: for who can stretch forth his hand against the LORD'S anointed, and be guiltless?

I SAMUEL 26:10

»     10     †     David said furthermore, As the LORD liveth, the LORD shall smite him; or his day shall come to die; or he shall descend into battle, and perish.

I SAMUEL 26:11

»     11     †     The LORD forbid that I should stretch forth mine hand against the LORD'S anointed: but, I pray thee, take thou now the spear that is at his bolster, and the cruse of water, and let us go.

I SAMUEL 26:12

»     12     †     So David took the spear and the cruse of water from Saul's bolster; and they gat them away, and no man saw it, nor knew it, neither awaked: for they were all asleep; because a deep sleep from the LORD was fallen upon them.

I SAMUEL 26:13

»     13     †      ¶  Then David went over to the other side, and stood on the top of an hill afar off; a great space being between them:

I SAMUEL 26:14

»     14     †     And David cried to the people, and to Abner the son of Ner, saying, Answerest thou not, Abner? Then Abner answered and said, Who art thou that criest to the king?

I SAMUEL 26:15

»     15     †     And David said to Abner, Art not thou a valiant man? and who is like to thee in Israel? wherefore then hast thou not kept thy lord the king? for there came one of the people in to destroy the king thy lord.

I SAMUEL 26:16

»     16     †     This thing is not good that thou hast done. As the LORD liveth, ye are worthy to die, because ye have not kept your master, the LORD'S anointed. And now see where the king's spear is, and the cruse of water that was at his bolster.

I SAMUEL 26:17

»     17     †     And Saul knew David's voice, and said, Is this thy voice, my son David? And David said, It is my voice, my lord, O king.

I SAMUEL 26:18

»     18     †     And he said, Wherefore doth my lord thus pursue after his servant? for what have I done? or what evil is in mine hand?

I SAMUEL 26:19

»     19     †     Now therefore, I pray thee, let my lord the king hear the words of his servant. If the LORD have stirred thee up against me, let him accept an offering: but if they be the children of men, cursed be they before the LORD; for they have driven me out this day from abiding in the inheritance of the LORD, saying, Go, serve other gods.

I SAMUEL 26:20

»     20     †     Now therefore, let not my blood fall to the earth before the face of the LORD: for the king of Israel is come out to seek a flea, as when one doth hunt a partridge in the mountains.

I SAMUEL 26:21

»     21     †      ¶  Then said Saul, I have sinned: return, my son David: for I will no more do thee harm, because my soul was precious in thine eyes this day: behold, I have played the fool, and have erred exceedingly.

I SAMUEL 26:22

»     22     †     And David answered and said, Behold the king's spear! and let one of the young men come over and fetch it.

I SAMUEL 26:23

»     23     †     The LORD render to every man his righteousness and his faithfulness: for the LORD delivered thee into my hand to day, but I would not stretch forth mine hand against the LORD'S anointed.

I SAMUEL 26:24

»     24     †     And, behold, as thy life was much set by this day in mine eyes, so let my life be much set by in the eyes of the LORD, and let him deliver me out of all tribulation.

I SAMUEL 26:25

»     25     †     Then Saul said to David, Blessed be thou, my son David: thou shalt both do great things, and also shalt still prevail. So David went on his way, and Saul returned to his place.

»     1     †      ¶  Now it came to pass after the death of Saul, when David was returned from the slaughter of the Amalekites, and David had abode two days in Ziklag;

»     2     †     It came even to pass on the third day, that, behold, a man came out of the camp from Saul with his clothes rent, and earth upon his head: and so it was, when he came to David, that he fell to the earth, and did obeisance.

II SAMUEL 1:3

»     3     †     And David said unto him, From whence comest thou? And he said unto him, Out of the camp of Israel am I escaped.

II SAMUEL 1:4

»     4     †     And David said unto him, How went the matter? I pray thee, tell me. And he answered, That the people are fled from the battle, and many of the people also are fallen and dead; and Saul and Jonathan his son are dead also.

II SAMUEL 1:5

»     5     †     And David said unto the young man that told him, How knowest thou that Saul and Jonathan his son be dead?

II SAMUEL 1:6

»     6     †     And the young man that told him said, As I happened by chance upon mount Gilboa, behold, Saul leaned upon his spear; and, lo, the chariots and horsemen followed hard after him.

II SAMUEL 1:7

»     7     †     And when he looked behind him, he saw me, and called unto me. And I answered, Here am I.

II SAMUEL 1:8

»     8     †     And he said unto me, Who art thou? And I answered him, I am an Amalekite.

II SAMUEL 1:9

»     9     †     He said unto me again, Stand, I pray thee, upon me, and slay me: for anguish is come upon me, because my life is yet whole in me.

II SAMUEL 1:10

»     10     †     So I stood upon him, and slew him, because I was sure that he could not live after that he was fallen: and I took the crown that was upon his head, and the bracelet that was on his arm, and have brought them hither unto my lord.

II SAMUEL 1:11

»     11     †      ¶  Then David took hold on his clothes, and rent them; and likewise all the men that were with him:

II SAMUEL 1:12

»     12     †     And they mourned, and wept, and fasted until even, for Saul, and for Jonathan his son, and for the people of the LORD, and for the house of Israel; because they were fallen by the sword.

II SAMUEL 1:13

»     13     †     And David said unto the young man that told him, Whence art thou? And he answered, I am the son of a stranger, an Amalekite.

II SAMUEL 1:14

»     14     †     And David said unto him, How wast thou not afraid to stretch forth thine hand to destroy the LORD'S anointed?

II SAMUEL 1:15

»     15     †     And David called one of the young men, and said, Go near, and fall upon him. And he smote him that he died.

II SAMUEL 1:16

»     16     †     And David said unto him, Thy blood be upon thy head; for thy mouth hath testified against thee, saying, I have slain the LORD'S anointed.

II SAMUEL 1:17

»     17     †      ¶  And David lamented with this lamentation over Saul and over Jonathan his son:

II SAMUEL 1:18

»     18     †     (Also he bade them teach the children of Judah the use of the bow: behold, it is written in the book of Jasher.)

II SAMUEL 1:19

»     19     †     The beauty of Israel is slain upon thy high places: how are the mighty fallen!

II SAMUEL 1:20

»     20     †     Tell it not in Gath, publish it not in the streets of Askelon; lest the daughters of the Philistines rejoice, lest the daughters of the uncircumcised triumph.

II SAMUEL 1:21

»     21     †     Ye mountains of Gilboa, let there be no dew, neither let there be rain, upon you, nor fields of offerings: for there the shield of the mighty is vilely cast away, the shield of Saul, as though he had not been anointed with oil.

II SAMUEL 1:22

»     22     †     From the blood of the slain, from the fat of the mighty, the bow of Jonathan turned not back, and the sword of Saul returned not empty.

II SAMUEL 1:23

»     23     †     Saul and Jonathan were lovely and pleasant in their lives, and in their death they were not divided: they were swifter than eagles, they were stronger than lions.

II SAMUEL 1:24

»     24     †     Ye daughters of Israel, weep over Saul, who clothed you in scarlet, with other delights, who put on ornaments of gold upon your apparel.

II SAMUEL 1:25

»     25     †     How are the mighty fallen in the midst of the battle! O Jonathan, thou wast slain in thine high places.

II SAMUEL 1:26

»     26     †     I am distressed for thee, my brother Jonathan: very pleasant hast thou been unto me: thy love to me was wonderful, passing the love of women.

II SAMUEL 1:27

»     27     †     How are the mighty fallen, and the weapons of war perished!

DAVID WORSHIPPED THE LORD WITH ALL HIS MIGHT AND WITH ALL HIS HEART

I CHRONICLES 15:25

»     25     †      ¶  So David, and the elders of Israel, and the captains over thousands, went to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of the house of Obededom with joy.

I CHRONICLES 15:26

»     26     †     And it came to pass, when God helped the Levites that bare the ark of the covenant of the LORD, that they offered seven bullocks and seven rams.

I CHRONICLES 15:27

»     27     †     And David was clothed with a robe of fine linen, and all the Levites that bare the ark, and the singers, and Chenaniah the master of the song with the singers: David also had upon him an ephod of linen.

I CHRONICLES 15:28

»     28     †     Thus all Israel brought up the ark of the covenant of the LORD with shouting, and with sound of the cornet, and with trumpets, and with cymbals, making a noise with psalteries and harps.

I CHRONICLES 15:29

»     29     †     And it came to pass, as the ark of the covenant of the LORD came to the city of David, that Michal the daughter of Saul looking out at a window saw king David dancing and playing: and she despised him in her heart.
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«  50       †          Then when He died, rose, ascended, and sent back the Holy Spirit, that was the Son of God. God is a Spirit, and through the Church Age it's been Son of God.

51    And then in the Millennium, it's Son of David, setting on the throne, ruling. He has ascended up. "He that overcomes shall sit with Me on My throne, as I have overcome, and set down on My Father's throne." He is setting on the Father's throne now. But in the Millennium, He sets upon His Own throne, because He is the Son of David.

52    He is Son of man, Son of God, Son of David. See, it's just perfectly.
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«  53       †          Now we find out, He had to come as a prophet. The unchanging of His Word! God changes not. God does not change, for He was the Prophet that was in Joseph. He was the Prophet, He was God in Joseph. He was God in David.
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«  54       †          Watch Joseph, just portrayed the life of Christ almost perfect, but he made a mistake, to show that it wasn't Him. Man make mistakes. See, he told Pharaoh, he said... He told his father, which was a prophet, Jacob, he said, "You tell Pharaoh that--that we are herdsmen, because a shepherd is an abomination to an Egyptian." But the father, the Spirit wouldn't let him do it; he said, "Your servants, the shepherds." So you see Joseph there making a mistake.

55    David, the great man, made a mistake. A man after God's Own heart, yet took Bathsheba, thinking he could hide that from the very God that he had served, all of his life, but God exposed him by Nathan the prophet. See?
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«  56       †          But yet look at David when he was going out, exiled from his own people, a rejected king. His own daughter had been ravished by her brother, and the other brothers had killed him. And here he was, Absalom had raised up and separated the army, causing revolution; and David, his own father, was excommunicated, taken away, rejected by his people. Going out of the city, the little crippled-like fellow dragging along there, making fun of him, and spitting on him. That guard pulled his sword, said, "I'll let that dog's head stay on him, spitting on my king?"

David said, "Let him alone. God told him to do that."

57    No doubt, David didn't know what he was doing; walked up the same Mount of Olives there, and looked down, weeping, a rejected king. Where, a few hundred years after that, Jesus Christ set on the same mountain, the Son of David, weeping as a rejected king, and they spit on Him, also.
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«  58       †          You see, all these things just portrayed Christ. He was a part of it. God doesn't change. His nature doesn't change. His character doesn't change. He is still the Word, see, and Malachi 3:6 proves that. He just changes His form for each age. Each age, He has a lotted part of Word which has been prophesied would happen in certain days. Well, as that age comes along, God just moves in another form. See, it's God all the time, the Word, "the Word made flesh and dwelt among us."
