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«  296       †          So therefore there is no school, no theologians, no teachings of the Bible among any school, that knows anything about It. They cannot know nothing about It. It's impossible for them to know anything about it. God has hid the senses, of knowing It, from the very elected teachers and everything else.
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«  E-44       †        Now, if I don't know her, and if the Lord Jesus will reveal just like He did the woman at the well, and tell her something that she has done, or not done, or something that's wrong with her, like there was with the woman at the well, and let it be right here (not in the... ), right here so you can see it and know it, how many in here will believe that Jesus Christ is raised from the dead and lives in His Church today? Bless your hearts. It may be a big city, but that's the very good representation of believers of Christ.

You know, God won't save all of New York. We know that. No. He will save the ones that by foreknowledge He knew, and has elected to Eternal Life. The rest of their eyes will be closed. The very flood that saved Noah, drowned the unbelieving world. The very Gospel that's bringing healing and salvation to those who are elected to such, is blinding the eyes of leaders, and teachers, and church members throughout the world. Always the same, God can't change; He remains the same.
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297    It's a personal, individual affair with the person, that Christ is revealed to them.

298    And if you say, "He's been revealed to me," and then the Life that Christ produced here in the Bible, that same Life is in Him, does not produce Itself in you, then you've got the wrong revelation.
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«  78       †          Now we find out here, that, this carnal impersonation that Moab had. He saw this prophet among Israel, that was able to bless, curse, lead, and so forth, so he tries to match it, by politics.

79    Now that's just what's taken place in the churches today. They have tried to match it with some kind of a system. You can't do it.

80    The Holy Spirit must be alive in the Church, always, leading the Church for the age that It's living in, to confirm the Word that's promised for that age. God spoke the Word, from the beginning, and so much for this age, and so much for that age, and certain for them age. It always happens just that way. And, see, and the Holy Spirit must be alive in the Church, to make this Church live Its day. It must be here today, to confirm this latter-day ministry, latter-day signs, latter-day pour out of the Holy Ghost. It's just got to be here to do that, and you cannot get it through the working of systems. God has a system. He is the One Who has give us the Holy Spirit.

PROVING HIS WORD 

236    Now, remember, that was not Jesus talking to Abraham there, that could discern the thoughts in Sarah's mind behind him. That was not Jesus, He had not yet been born. But it was a man in human flesh, that Abraham called "Elohim, the great Almighty." Showing... And Jesus said, "As it was in the days of Sodom," now watch close, "in the days of Sodom, so will it be at the coming of the Son of man, when the Son of man is being revealed." Not no more as a church, see, not no more; the Bride is called, see. "In that day the Son of man will be revealed." What? To join the Church to the Head, unite, the marriage of the Bride. The Bridegroom call will come right through this, when the Son of man will come down and come in human flesh to unite the two together. The Church has to be the Word, He is the Word, and the two unites together, and, to do that, it'll take the manifestation of the revealing of the Son of man. Not a clergyman. I--I don't know, I... Do you see what I mean? See, it's Son of man, Jesus Christ, will come down in human flesh among us, and will make His Word so real that it'll unite the Church and Him as one, the Bride, and then she'll go Home to the Wedding Supper. Amen. She's already united, see, we go to the Wedding Supper, not to the marriage. "... fill your flesh... self, of all the flesh of mighty men, 'cause the marriage of the Lamb has come." But, the rapture, is going to the Wedding Supper. When, the Word here unites with the person, and they two become one. And then what does it do then? It manifests the Son of man again, not the church theologians. The Son of man! The Word and the Church becomes one. Whatever the Son of man done, He was the Word, the Church does the same thing.
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«  81       †          Now, we notice here that Moses had a King, and that King was God, that anointed him. And Balaam also was under a king, Balak. And it was more like a political setup, see, Balak. Balaam, a prophet of God, he went to Balak for his information. Moses went to God for information. There was the difference.

82    Yet, both of them were prophets, because they were both called of God; both met God, both talked to God, and both Spirit-filled. Now I'm coming home, see. Now, they were both Spirit-filled man. Now, that is true. The Bible said that, "God met with Balaam and talked with him." See?

83    So we notice, each one of these prophets, both of them being prophets, man of God, they catered to their headship. Moses catered to God. And Balaam here catered to Balak.

84    Notice here, in typing the spiritual and the natural, how perfect it was. Moses, sent by God, in a line of duty, is met and challenged by another man of God. Could you imagine such?
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«  86       †          And Moses was leading the children of Israel, just as God would tell them where to go, led by a Pillar of Fire, and a supernatural Being that was leading the way. And Moses was getting his information through the--the Logos, of course, that went out of God, that Pillar of Fire; which was the Angel of the Covenant, which was Christ, the Anointed One. And he was getting his message through There, and giving it to the children of Israel, on the road to a promised land.
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«  184       †          No man has a right to enter the sacred desk to preach the Word until he has did as Moses did, meet God, himself, upon grounds where that there's no theologian can explain It away. Moses was there! No matter how Israel's messengers said, "oh, it was a nonsense, you just imagined you saw this; it's nonsense," you couldn't take That away from him, he knowed! He was there! He was the one it happened to! And no man by a--a theological degree or some doctor's degree has a right behind the pulpit, to claim the Message of Jesus Christ, until he's first met God face to face in the Pillar of Fire. He has no right to call himself a messenger, 'cause all the theologians in the world couldn't explain That away from you. It happened to you! You were there, you know about It. Care what anybody else says, or how much they can say, "the days is gone, it isn't so," you... it happened to you, and it's according to the Word.
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«  185       †          Yes, that's the reason Moses knew this Voice had spoke to him, was a Word Voice. He knowed that God had told Abraham, "Your seed shall sojourn for four hundred years, but I will deliver them." And he knowed the four hundred years was up and he was called to do it.
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«  E-34       †        And what we need today in our seminaries, it's not so much theology to be taught, but a burning bush experience, where men get down before God and meet Him face to face. We need a challenger today like we had in that day. What we need is men and women who's met God and know what they're talking about. Not somebody trying to teach from some church book or some open theology. What we need today is a man that's been in the Presence of a burning bush, and been borned again, and changed, and made a new creature. That's the type of person we need today. That's the kind of person that'll stay on the firing line, regardless of what comes or goes.
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«  E-35       †        Moses, after he received his commission, went down into Egypt and delivered the children of Israel. One great mistake we find and one great thing, as it was in that day, so is it today. When we find out that Moses went down and got the children of Israel and brought them out, the phenomenal had been done. Now, here it is. I don't want to hurt you. I don't want to shake you or jerk the hide from you, for I wish to preach the truth. There's one thing about it, brother, the truth will never make you popular, but the truth will make you honest; that's one good thing. And well, hadn't you rather be honest than be popular. Certainly you had.
87    But this man was all settled down, and he had his kingdom. He had his churches. He had everything right there in order. So he sends over to get this man, to come over and to curse this people. And notice, could you imagine, that one prophet, one man of God seeing the works of God with another man, and try to--to challenge that works of God, when he knew, ought to have knowed better. Now Balaam, first when... Balak sent to him and told him, "Come over and curse this people." 
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«  88       †          Balaam, done the thing that was right, he sought God. He sought God, first. Now, that's what he ought to have done.

89    And then God give him His perfect, clean-cut answer, "Don't go with him! Leave them alone. Don't you curse those people. They are blessed." Now, that ought to be enough. When God says anything, He cannot change that. Notice, His perfect will was, "Don't you go! Don't attack that people. They are My people." That was His perfect will.

90    But Balaam didn't like those people, to begin with. See, there you are. How many Balaams do we have today? The same thing, same thing! They know better.

91    They had them in the days of our Lord Jesus. Nicodemus come and said, "Rabbi, we know You're a man sent from God, or a--or a teacher sent from God. No man could do the things that You do unless God was with him." See, they looked. There was a Balaam again, see.
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«  92       †          Now, Balaam didn't like the people. Notice his headquarters. After they had sent some fine man over there, to tell him, "Now there is some people coming up down here. And I understand that you're a prophet, you're a great man, so you come up here and curse this people."

93    Balaam said, "Now, you wait a minute, till I go in and pray, and stay all night, maybe the Lord will meet me and He'll tell me." All right, the next morning, the Lord met with him and said, "Don't go! Don't curse those people. They're blessed."

94    All right, Balaam went out and said, "Well, I can't go, because the Lord told me not to go."
95    Now notice when they went back, and took the headquarters, for him to go down there and stop this meeting they had, you see, well, then, come to find out, the headquarters sent a better set of people higher dignitaries, maybe a bishop, somebody else, or it might have been a state presbyter, somebody sent down there, "Tell him to go down and stop that anyhow!" See?

96    Notice, his better influential group, better gifts, more money, said, "I can exalt you to a better position. I might make you, instead of just being an ordinary man, I can make you a little higher now. I have the right to do that, because I'm king here in this great movement. And I--I can do something better for you, if you'll just do it."
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«  97       †          Notice, the new offer blinded him. He ought to have knowed; what God said, God will do. But it blinded him. And as a prophet of God, he should have not been influenced by such a group. He should have got out of that group, to begin with.
98    And if I'm talking to some man of God here! When they try to tell you at the headquarters, that, "The days of miracles is passed," and this what we're doing here, and the Lord Jesus is blessing us, "and that's a bunch of fanaticism, work-up and emotion, there is no such a thing as Divine healing," get out of that group, right there. [Brother Branham snaps his finger--Ed.] Get out of it, because It's the Word of God being made manifest. They say, "There is no such a thing as apostolic days. There is no baptism of the Holy Ghost. That speaking in tongues, there is nothing to it there."

99    Oh, but, brother, don't you listen to that! There is a many one like Balaam, today, sitting back in their office, reading these Books of the Bible and know that It's the Truth. But yet just because of position's sake, they won't take their stand. Just exactly right. Notice, God... He knew he shouldn't have been in this group, or Balaam should have knew it. They, they get out of the will of God. Them fellows will talk you right out of the will of God. When you find the will of God, don't let nobody talk you out of it.
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«  100       †          I've knowed of good people, come to the meetings, get healed, and go back. And they'd say, "Oh, well, there is nothing to that. You're just worked up. There is nothing to it." And the people go to doubting. I've seen people come and receive Christ in their heart, go back; maybe speak in tongues, and go back. And the church will say, "Why, you're a--you're a disgrace to Christianity," and so forth. And, oh, my, don't, don't do that, see. Get out of that group! Stay away from it.
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«  101       †          Notice, Balaam used a phony text here, for his conscience's sake, see. He said, "Peradventure. You stay another night, and maybe I'll ask God, you see. Maybe He might have changed His mind."

102    But God don't change His mind. When God give us the declaration of the baptism of the Holy Ghost, on the Day of Pentecost, that's the way He has to keep it. He did all through the Bible age, and He will any other time that man will come upon them basis that He offered there.
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«  108       †          Oh, something that could pass, bypass and ful-... bypass His commission. So many people try to bypass that. "Oh, come join the church, and it'll be all right. We're an old church.
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«  109       †          Then God told him, "Go on." Why? God knew what was in his heart. God knew that was in his heart to begin with, so He told him to, "Go on." He will permit it. He will permit you to do it. He will bless you, many times, in doing it.

110    He blessed even Israel after they... Grace had already give them a prophet, Pillar of Fire, a deliverance, signs and wonders, brought them out of Egypt, and everything, and yet they wanted a law. God let them have it, but He cursed them all the time.

111    He let Balaam go on just the way he was supposed to, but what did he do? He went down there and, instead of cursing the people, he had to bless the people. He could not curse what God had blessed.
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
