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Overlapping
 2nd pull the end of Laodicea and of all ages
In order to understand the wealth of meaning involved in “behold, I have set before you an open door, and no man can shut it,” we must now recall what has been said about each age running over into another age. There is an overlapping, a melting or fading into, rather than an abrupt end and a clear cut start. This age particularly flows into the next age. And not only does this age overflow into the last age, but the last age is in many respects simply a carrying on of the sixth age. The seventh age (a very short age) gathers up into itself for one quick work, all the evil of every age, and yet all the reality of Pentecost. Once the Philadelphian Age has about run its course, the Laodicean Age quickly comes in, bringing both the tares and the wheat to harvest, “First bind the tares, to burn them: but gather the wheat into my barn.” Matthew 13:30. Remember, please, that the Sardisean Age started the reformation that must still go on until the grain that was planted at Pentecost goes through the full cycle of planting, watering, nourishing, etcetera, until it comes right back to original seed. While this is going on, the tares that were sown will have to go through their cycle and be harvested also. That is exactly what we see happening. If you can just think of the seasons, you can get a very good picture of this. The plant that you see growing in full strength in summer suddenly appears to be going to seed. You can’t tell exactly when summer became autumn — it just faded into it. That is how the ages are, and especially these last two.

It is to this age that Jesus says, “I come QUICKLY,” verse 11. That makes the last age a very short one. Laodicea is the age of the quick work. It is cut short.
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Thus the grain of wheat that became a plant for the harvest is the record of the church. And even as not all the wheat plant is wheat seed, and as not all the plant is used in the harvest, so with the church: — all the church is not the bride, and neither is it all given eternal life, but a PART of it is gathered into the garner, and a PART of it is kept that it might enter into eternal life in the second resurrection, and PART of it which is accounted chaff is burned in the lake of fire. And this is exactly what John the Baptist and Jesus said, for John said that the wheat would be garnered and the chaff burned. Jesus said, “Bind the tares, and then gather the wheat.” The ecumenical move will bind the tare churches together, for the tares must be bound FIRST, and though their end is burning, they are not burned at their binding but are reserved to a later date, which is at the end of the thousand years, or the second resurrection. But once the tares are bound the rapture can take place and does so at some time between the binding and the revelation of antichrist. 
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Church ages up to the second pull was not a marriage but a sealing Ephesians 4:30
70 Seal signifies…Now, this is words I got from the dictionary. Seal signifies a “finished work.” And when the Seventh Seal is broken, the mystery of God that’s sealed in these mysterious Seals is finished. Until the day that Seal is broke, and then it’s revealed what’s on the inside of It.
71 If the man is wondering what’s in that box car, say, “There is supposed to be such-and-such. There is supposed to be.” He is presuming. But when the seal is broken, and the door is open, we see into it then and see exactly what’s in there.

You see it? And that’ll only be done at the end time.

72 Another thing a Seal signifies, is “ownership.” See, the Seal has a mark on It, shows ownership. When you are bought by the Blood of Jesus Christ, and sealed by the Holy Ghost, you no longer belong to the world or anything pertaining to the world. You are owned by God.
73 Another thing, is, a Seal is a “security.” Seal means you are secured. Now, you that don’t believe in Eternal security, I don’t know, see. But now, but, a Seal signifies security to its destination. Woe unto that guy that would try to break that Seal! And the Holy Spirit Seal cannot be broken.
74 You all have heard me say that people said, “The devil made me do this.” No, no, the devil didn’t do it. You just wasn’t sealed in. Cause, when you are sealed in, he is sealed out. Yeah. See? Now, you went out to him. Uh-huh. He couldn’t get into you, because the only way to get into you is come through the same process that you have. He would have to be saved, sanctified, and filled with the Holy Ghost, then he’d be your brother. So, you see, so he—he didn’t do it. No, no. You just went to the borderline and come back, lusting for the things of the world. You never went all the way over into Canaan, you see, across Jordan, the death to self. See?
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96 How long does it last when you get in There? Until you misbehave yourself? Ephesians 4:30 says, “Grieve not the Holy Spirit of God, whereby you are sealed until the day of your redemption.” Argue with Him, not me. That’s what It says. I’m reading It. All right. “You’re sealed until the day of your redemption,” until the day that Jesus comes for you.

97 Then, think of it, you are then not yourself, you are a new creature, or the Greek there means “a new creation.” You’ve been re-created again. The power of God comes upon you, and you become created, a new creature; which brings the whole physical being, spiritual being and everything, in subject to the Word of God. Not no other way!
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In the 3rd pull
202 Wait till we get over there, that one hour, take that “one-half hour” that It’s silent. The sanctuary is smoking. There is no more intercession. The Sacrifice has left. It’s a Judgment Seat. There is no Blood on it no more, for the Blood-covered Lamb has walked away. Don’t you wait till that time. Remember in the Old Testament? As long as the blood was off the mercy seat, it was judgment; but as long as the blood was on there, there was mercy. But when the Lamb walked away, that did it!
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391 I don’t know that this thing is true, but it’s got to be that way, sometime. See, it’s got to come to that, and it could be now. See? In every way, the world will carry right on. People will still come to the altar, they’ll still cry out, but it won’t do no good. See? They’ll be gone, see, it’ll be over. There won’t be no mercy. Remember that. “And the sanctuary become smoky.” “He that’s filthy, is filthy still; he that’s righteous, is righteous still; and he that’s holy, is holy still.” There is no more mercy, when the Lamb takes the Book; that’s it, that’s all of it. And it looks a whole lot like it could be now.

His children begin to kind of look more like Him, because It’s fully maturing, or, they become children of the Word, not children of the church. Children of the Word! And the Bride will be a lovely little Lady of the Word, unadulterated, not touched by any man’s organization, any man-made theory. She’ll be purely unadulterated, Bride of the Word! Amen and amen! I hope you get that, out on the air. She will be the pregnated daughter of God.
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304 Bite your conscience with your spiritual teeth, and find out where we’re at. What if it is, and you’re still the way you are? Then you just might as well walk…You’re finished, them that’s outside. After the Book was taken by the Lamb, the Sixth Seal is revealed and all the Seals, it’s over. It could be. I hope it isn’t. It could be. All right.

Now, is that why this Third Pull has lingered so long?
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299 One of these days, if you haven’t already, you’ll cross that line. You’ll never desire no more to do what’s right. Did you hear what I said? It’s a matter. Brother, sister, do you realize what’s been said? You’ll cross that line, and you’ll never want to do it. You’ll still hear the Gospel, sure, but you’ll never accept It. You can’t accept It. But the Gospel will be preached to the doomed, those that are Eternally lost, can’t get saved, no more. You’re already in that spot, and don’t know it. You think you’re living in pleasure, and dead while you’re alive.
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
