152 What is God? God is a great Eternal. At the beginning, way back before there was a beginning, He wasn’t even God. Did you know that? God is an “object of worship,” and there wasn’t nothing to worship Him. He lived alone.

153 And in Him was attributes. What is an attribute? A thought. Now you’ll get something that will border on the lesson for tonight. Notice, He was His attributes that was in Him. Now, it was in Him to be Father, it was in Him to be God, it was in Him to be Son, it was in Him to be Saviour, it was in Him to be Healer. And all these things here are just displaying His attributes. There is nothing out of order. You think God didn’t see the end from the beginning? Certainly, He did. There’s nothing out of order, it’s just displaying His attributes.

Comments:He begins  His creation with Himself

61 Now, there’s a great statement, and I want my minister brothers to try to understand this. See? In the beginning, God, the great Spirit, He wasn’t even “God” then. He was the Eternal One. God is an “object of worship.” He had nothing to worship Him. There was no—there was no Angels, no nothing. Just God alone, Him alone, is Eternal. But, in order to be God, there had to be something to worship Him, so He created Angels, and Beings, and Cherubims, and so forth, to worship Him. His great plan begin to unfold.
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-In those Angels He created   satan was there
-Then we go to genesis 1, He creates the earth and all the things in it
69 And all of our bodies, that we live in now, was put on the earth when God created it, because you’re out of the dust of the earth. It was all laid out here. When God Himself create it, you were in His thinking. And in Him, the Great Eternal, was the thought, which is His attribute.
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-Some bodies were made for God to put His seed
-Some bodies were made  for destruction 
-He designated which body to go with which spirit and with which soul
123 Now, inside of that is a spirit, which you become when you’re born in the earth and the breath of life is breathed into him. That spirit is of a worldly nature because it was not given from God, but it was (given) permitted by God. Now you got that? For, every child that’s born in the world, “is born in sin, shaped in iniquity; come to the world speaking lies.” That right? So, that person, inside there, is a sinner, to begin with. Now, but…
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Comments:Back to creating God is doing everything to achieve what He was. Remember He is also following His laws
76 A woman was not even in the—the beginning of the creation, because God knowed that she would fall. All other females could not commit adultery. She is the only one that can commit adultery. If she had been made like the original, that would been discomplimentary to God’s great wisdom. See? She was made a by-product of a man.
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153 And in Him was attributes. What is an attribute? A thought. Now you’ll get something that will border on the lesson for tonight. 154 Now, He could not be just and make a man to fall. He had to put him on equal basis, of free moral agency, to make his own choice, but knowing he would fall.
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But that Life could not, and would not, be shared in any other way than through the way of “God manifest in the flesh.” This was a part of His eternal and predestinated purpose. This plan was to be to the praise of the glory of His grace. It was the plan of Redemption. It was the plan of Salvation. Now listen closely. “God being a Saviour, it was necessary that He predestinate a man who would require salvation in order to give Himself reason and purpose of being.” That is one hundred percent correct and multitudes of Scripture bear it out as does the very pointed verse of Romans 11:36, “For of Him, and through Him, and to Him, are ALL THINGS: to Whom be GLORY for ever. Amen.” 
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“These things saith the Faithful and True Witness.” Now I want to show you what I find in the thought of “faithful.” You know we often talk about a great unchanging God, Whose Word does not change. And when we speak of Him after that manner we often get a view of Him that makes Him seem very impersonal. It is as though God made the whole universe and all the laws that pertain to it and then stood back and became a great impersonal God. It is as though God made a way of salvation for lost mankind, that way being the cross, and then when the death of Christ has atoned for our sins, and His resurrection gave us an open door to Him, God just folded His arms and stood back. It is as if we majored in believing in a great Creator, Who having created, lost personal interest in His creation. Now I say that is how too many people are apt to think. But that is wrong thinking, for God is GOVERNING IN THE AFFAIRS OF MEN RIGHT NOW. HE IS BOTH CREATOR AND SUSTAINER. Colossians 1:16-17, “For by Him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by Him, and for Him: and He is before all things, and by Him all things consist.” He is a Sovereign God. By His own counsel He purposed the plan of the salvation of His own elect which He foreknew. The Son died upon the cross to establish the means of Salvation and the Holy Spirit carefully executes the will of the Father. He is working all things at this moment according to the purpose of His own will. He is right in the midst of it all. He is in the midst of His church. This great Creator, Saviour-God is faithfully working amongst His own right now as the great Shepherd of the sheep. His very existence is for His own. He loves them and cares for them. His eye is ever upon them. When the Word says that “your lives are hid with Christ in God” it means exactly what it says. Oh, I am so glad that my God abides faithful. He is true to Himself, He won’t lie. He is true to the Word, He will back it up. He is true to us, He will lose none of us, but raise us up in the last day. I am glad that I am resting in His faithfulness. Philippians 1:6, “Being confident of this very thing, that He Which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the Day of Jesus Christ.”
